This Tuesday

You are your childdés first and most i mpor
you to make sure your child learns and performs well at school. That is why we
hold regul ar meetings; so you and your <ch

throughout the school year.

What can you expect?

1 A three -way conversation. The interview may well begin with the teacher
asking your child how they are doing (rather than you asking that of the
teacher) since we believe strongly in the student taking ownership for their

learning and being able to articulate this (depending on age of course). Just

as you want to | earn about your chil dds
from you about how you think your child is doing. When teachers know about
childrends talent s, i nterests, needs and

their learning.
1 Emphasisonlearning. The focus of the conference I
want to discuss how well your child is doing and what we can do to support
even better learning. Come prepared with any questions you would like to ask
the teacher.
1 Opportunities and challenges. = Teachers will always try to give you positive
feedback about your child and areas for improvement. You will know your
chil ddos strengths and areas of difficul't
explore ways to help your child with challenges.

What will be talked about?
T Progress. How is your child coping? Is your child performing at the expected
age and grade level? How does your child compare with the rest of NZ? What
are your childbés strengths? Where are th
1 Assignments and assessments. You may ask to see exampl
work. If you do not understand any assessments, ask the teacher to explain
them to you.
1 Yourthoughts. Let the teacher know how you feel
and abilities. Tell the teacher about anything you think needs extra attention.
1 Learning at home. Ask what you can do at home to help your child learn.
1 Learning at school. Find out what services or extra help are available at
school if your child needs more support.

Follow -up
1 Make a note of any actions you agree on with the teacher. You can use
these notes for future meetings with the teacher.
1 Find out the best ways to communicate with the teacher and make a plan
that works for both of you.
¢ Talk with your child about the conference. Share with your child what you
have learned. Show how you will be helping with learning at home. Pass on
praise. Ask for your childds views on ho
